Scholarship Guidelines

The NHA awards scholarships for  furtherance of studies in 
handspinning and related flber activities incorporating handspinning.

1 .  Applicant s must  be current  members of  NHA and have been so 
f or one year or more.

2 .  Scholarships may be awarded f or all or part  of  t uit ion, room and 
board, mat erials f ees, and t ravel expenses, t he t ot al amount  not  t o 
exceed $ 3 5 0 .

3 .   Applicat ions may be made on an annual basis.

4 .  Applicat ion f orms may be obt ained f rom NHA websit e, st at e 
represent at ives and of fl cers.  These must  be subm it t ed v ia email or 
land mail t o one of  your st at e represent at ives w it hin 6 0  days up t o 
a year prior t o t he event .

5 .  The Boards vot es on t he applicat ion, w it h a majorit y  vot e 
needed f or approval.  The Board may grant  part ial f unding, in which 
case t he applicant  w ill be not ifl ed prior t o mailing t he Scholarship 
Approval Packet .  Applicant  w ill receive writ t en not ice of  approval or  
denial f rom t he V ice President  w it hin 3 0  days of  receipt  of  
applicat ion. 

6 .  Accompany ing an approval w ill be a scholarship packet  
composed of :
     - a check f or amount  of  scholarship award
     - an NHA Scholarship Part icipat ion Report  t o be complet ed by  
t he applicant  and submit t ed w it hin 1  mont h t o your st at e 
represent at ive who ensures inclusion in t he next  newslet t er.

7 .  Except ions t o t hese guidelines are at  t he discret ion of  t he Board.
